A National Task Force on Information Technology and Software Developmentwas set-upin 1998.

The Ministry of Information Technology was created at the Centre in 1999.

In the year 2000, a 12-point minimum agenda for e-Governance was identified for implementation in all the central
ministries and departments.

The Information Technology Act (2000) was enacted. This Act was amended in 2008.

The Semiconductor Integrated Circuits Layout-Design Act (2000) was enacted.

The National Institute for Smart Government (NISG) was established in 2002 in Hyderabad.

The first National Conference of States IT Ministers was organised in the year 2000, for arriving at a Common Action Plan
to promote IT in India.

The State Government launched e-Governance projects like e-Seva (Andhra Pradesh) Bhoomi (Karnataka), Gyandoot
(Madhya Pradesh), Lokvani (Uttar Pradesh), FRIENDS (Kerala), e-Mitra (Rajasthan) and so on.

The National e-Governance Plan (NeGP) was launched in 2006. Initially, it consisted of 27 Mission Mode Projects (MMPs)
and 8 support components. Later, in 2011, 4 more projects (health, education, PDS and posts) were introduced.

A National Policy on Open Standards for e-Governance was notified in November 2010. It provides a set of guidelines for
the consistent, standardised and reliable implementation of e-Governance solutions.

The National Policy on Information Technology (NPIT) was approved in 2012. It focuses on ICT deployment (Information

Communication Technology) in all sectors of the economy and provides IT-based solutions to address citizen-centric issues.

Tamil Nadu e-Governance Agency

e-office- A National Mission Mode Project

The project is aimed at significantly improving the operational efficiency of Central Government Ministries and
Departments through improvementin mechanisms and associated office procedure manuals.

"e-Office" primarily involves workflow automation and knowledge management, including document records
management, setting and controlling the workflow in the organisation, work allocation and tracking, maintaining audit
trails, performance benchmarking, and generating operational MIS. The projectis beingimple mented through the National

Informatics Center(NIC).

Tamil Nadu e-Governance Agency

Tamil Nadu e-Governance Agency (TNGA), as a State Nodal Agency, has beenformed to supportand drive all e-Governance

initiatives of the Government of Tamil Nadu.
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It aims to fulfil the vision and delivery of services to the public at their doorsteps through Information Technology in e -
Governance.

This e-Governance Agency was formed under the Information Technology Department, Government of Tamil Nadu, to
function as an intrinsic arm of the Government with a mandate to drive e-Governance in the State.

This agency has been registered under the Tamil Nadu Societies Act, 1975.

The Policy is to achieve the vision of integrated service delivery to the Citizen at the nearestlocation at an affordable cost.

Electronics Corporation of Tamil Nadu Ltd (ELCOT)

Electronics Corporation of Tamil Nadu Limited (ELCOT) is the promotional agency designated by the Government of Tamil
Nadu for promoting IT industries in the state of Tamil Nadu.

ELCOT is also involved in various e-governance and computer education initiatives of the Government of Tamil Nadu.

Tamil Nadu Arasu Cable TV Corporation Limited (TACTV)

TACTV was incorporated under the Companies Act, 1956 on 04 October 2007 with an intention to provide high-quality
cable signals to the public at an affordable cost.

The vision is to provide high-quality Cable TV, e-sevai, and Internet services to the public at an affordable cost using the
latest and emerging technologies.

It also implements the Centre's broadband project "BharatNet" linking more than 12,500 rural local bodiesin the state.

Tamil Nadu Fibre net Corporation (TANFINET)

TANFINET was formed to execute the BharatNet Project under which 12,524 Village Panchayats are planned to provide
1Gbps connectivity through Optical fiber network.

BharatNet is a flagship project of the Government of India to provide broadband connectivity at all Gram Panchayats.

Tamil Virtual University (TVU)

A "Tamil Virtual University" has been created at Chennai.

This will promote the learning of Tamil by interested studentsanywhere in the world through the Internet.

This is the first of its kind in the world in a language other than English.

The Tamil Virtual University aims at providing Internet-based resources and opportunities for the Tamil Communities living
in different parts of the globe.

It helps to learn Tamil and acquire knowledge of the history, art, literature and culture of the Tamils through internet.

ICT Academy

ICT Academy of Tamil Nadu is an initiative of the government of India in collaboration with the state government and
industries.

ICT Academy of Tamil Nadu would empower the faculty members and students of Tamil Nadu with ICT knowledge and
technology.

ICT Academy of Tamil Nadu has been working through a seven pillar program in the areas of faculty development, student
skill development, entrepreneurship development, youth empowerment, industry-institute interaction, digital
empowerment, and research and publications.

Through its various initiatives, ICT Academy of Tamil Nadu has been part of strengthening the India's fourimportant visions

on skill India, digital India, startup India and make in India.
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State Resident Data Hub

e Tamil Nadu createdthe State Resident Data Hub (SRDH) in 2013 as a unified data repository with biometry enabled citizen's
data derived from the National Population Registry to service all departments. Now it is renamed as “Makkal”.

o All Governmentdepartments can access this repository by which it delivers services to the citizens.

e |t helps the Government in better targeting, effective service delivery, greater accountability, and more efficient in the

monitoring of schemes.

e |tis also proposedto avail a biometric or Aadhaar based payment systemto disburse welfare benefits to citizens.

Tamil Nadu State Wide Area Network

e The Tamil Nadu State Wide Area Network (TNSWAN) is implemented by ELCOT for the Government of Tamil Nadu.

e |t connects all the Government officesin the state for a closed user group consisting of only Government officials for the
Smooth and Safe functioning of the Government.

e TNSWAN was among the first e-governance infrastructure created under the National e-Governance Action Plan.

e TNSWAN, ashared scheme betweenthe Centre and the Tamil Nadu government, commenced operations on 1 December
2007.

Block Chain Backbone

e Tamil Nadu governmentset up a new block chain backbone infrastructure called “Nambikkai Inaiyam”.

e Block chain technology will provide cybersecurity and data integrity to applications focused on citizen engagement and
experience.

e Data stored using block chain technology cannot be altered.

e Tamil Nadue-Governance Agency builds a block chain platform for the Tamil Nadu government at a cost of approximately
Rs. 40.80 crore, to be offered as a service to all governmentdepartments, without them having to maintain a block chain
node.

e They shall be able to verify their data in the block chain independently without hosting the node.

e With regard to zero-proofidentity, at presentin e-governance, citizens have to apply for various government departments
and its agencies, either by going overto their offices or through Arasu e-SevaiCentres or from their homes.

e The resident can view his certificates / documentsin his vault using their mobile numbers as user ID and OTP.

e Tamil Nadu Arasu Cable TV Corporation (TACTV) and Electronics Corporation of Tamil Nadu Limited (ELCOT) has been
allowed to establish Customer Service Centres (e-Sevai centres) in all the District headquarters, Taluk offices and
Corporations and Municipalities.

e The establishment of the State Data Centre (SDC) for Tamil Nadu has been initiated as per the guidelines of SDC. It is a

Scheme shared between Central and State.
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State Family DataBase (SFDB)

SFDB will be the single source of resident data for Tamil Nadu maintained under TNEGA.
SFDB will be maintained in a digitised, centralised and secured.

Itis a database setup forthe purpose of identifying seamless beneficiary to disburse benefits provided by different welfare

schemesto eligible Citizens.

e - Waste Management Rules, 2016

Electronic waste or e-waste comprises old, outdated electrical and electronic appliances such as telephones, cellular
telephones, computers, laptops, television sets, refrigerators, washing machine, air conditioners, fluorescent and other
mercury-containing lamps etc.,

The rules apply to every manufacturer, consumer, bulk consumer, collection centres, dealers, e-retailer, dismantler and
recycler involved in the manufacture, sale, transfer, purchase, collection, storage and processing of e -waste or electrical
and electronic equipment.

It shall be responsible for collection and channelisation of e-waste generated from the outdated products under Extended
Producer Responsibility.

State Pollution Control Board shall grant and renew authorisation to the manufacturers, dismantlers, recyclers and

refurbishers.

e - Security Policy 2010

The Tamil Nadu government introduced an e-Security Policy to protect vital the information communicated among the
Governmentdepartments.
The purpose of the policy is to define a set of minimum information security requirements that shall be met by all

departments.

TN ICT Policy 2018

The Tamil Nadu Government has announced the new Information Communication Technology Policy, 2018 to address the
aspirations of investors, especially IT and ITS companies, MSMEs by way of provision of standard.

It provides subsidies, tax exemptions, and special incentives.

It also has provisions for incubating start-ups and creating research parks.

It promotes Green IT industry and single-window facility for early clearance from concerned agencies.

Tamil Nadu Geographical Information System (TN-GIS)

Taking a giant leap in e-governance, Tamil Nadu government is creating a centralised digital maps repository called TN-
GIS, which will provide all the departments access to GIS spatial layers that will come in handy while taking key policy
decisions and also during disasters.
